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Social Risk Index (SRI)

- Scores 2 or less (green)- low economic & demographic risk

l:l Scores 3-4 (yellow)- moderate economic risk

l:l Scores 5-6 (orange)- moderate/high economic & demographic risk
- Scores 7-9 (red)-High economic & demographic risk

The SRl is calculated from nine census variables that relate to the socioceconomic
risk factors in a neighbourhood. The nine variables are measures of education,
employment, income, family structure and multiculturalism. These have been
linked to children’s achievement and health outcomes in research. The lowest
sacial risk index score is zero and the highest is nine. A community variable will
score when its percentage is higher than the County’s variable (%).

Early Development Instrument

The EDI is a population-level tool that measures children’s readiness to learn at school. The
EDI measure a child’'s developmental outcome in five domains: Physical Health & Well-
Being, Social Competence, Emotional Maturity, Language & Cognition, Communication skills
& General Knowledge. EDI results used in combination with other available data sets can
help inform communities about the overall readiness to learn & development of their
community children.
